[] Large Plastic Storage Box

1 Hacksaw/Strong Scissors
L1 Insulation Tape

[] 2 Bricks or Large Stones

Bl Very carefully cuta 13cm x 13cm
(5” x 57) square gap in one of the
short sides of the box, cover sharp
edges with the insulation tape.

B3 Place the food and water at the
back of the box as far away from
the entrance as possible.

E] Place one brick on top of the
box to prevent it from being easily
moved and another approx. 13cm
(5”) away from the entrance to stop
larger mammals being able to lie
down and hook the food out with
their paws.
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
